Carolina Powerhockey Invitational Tournament (July 17-19, 2009)
This tournament will bring some of the best players in the United States to Raleigh, North Carolina.  Teams will come from North Carolina, Pennsylvania, Michigan, and Minnesota.  Players from NC, MI, and MN have all participated in the World Cup, with Minnesota winning in 2004 and finishing second in 2006 and 2008.  Pennsylvania will be making their tournament debut.  There will be approximately 40 players participating in the 3-day event.

This is a very exciting event for our area because it is the first step in growing the game of Powerhockey on the East Coast and across the Nation.  The tournament will give us the publicity needed to grow the sport in NC and help start new teams.  It is a vital step in reaching our goal of providing the chance to participate in competitive sports for all people in wheelchairs.  Potential athletes will be able to see our game and the joy it brings to our athletes and they will want to learn how to play.  On Saturday, we will open the event up to local health care advocacy organizations, so they can invite the families they serve to introduce them to this great opportunity.
